Program Highlights

2008 started out as a difficult year for COBWAMA. 3rd Degree Black Belt, COBWAMA treasurer and instructor of the Basement-TKD classes passed away, on January 21st (a web-site to his memory is dedicated at: http://www.coloradobluewave.org/MrCurtisMemories/). This was a difficult and emotional task for everyone that knew David. Also two of the members of our board also resigned (Bill and Susan Hodge) because of personal reasons.

However the resilient spirit of the martial artists of COBWAMA took over and many exciting and new things happened over the year. Sandy Priest became our President, Mark Bradford moved to become treasurer and Krystal Forschler our secretary for the board. Both Sandy and Krystal are wonderful capable people to work with.

An exciting new development for the Summer is that we started a new scholarship program to help pay for tuition of students that needed help. We also made the scholarship program to be in memory of Mr. Curtis. We paid for Summer tuition for two students. We expected to have loads of people sign up for the program – but found none apply. We also found that our scholarship application was difficult for people to fill out without help. In order to have families take advantage of the program we decided we would make it easier. So we setup scholarships for our Fall Camp with Grandmaster Kim, and made the form easier to fill out. As a result we had five applicants which we were happy to pay for. We also decided that we would give Christmas gifts of martial arts classes and uniforms to families in need which was another way to utilize money from the scholarship fund without making it hard for families.

In order to pay for scholarships we needed new money in the program. Something we started in the fall of 2006 was a quilting retreat which functions for our group as a fundraiser for our scholarship fund. An existing group was using a non-profit Christian camp to hold it’s retreats and due to a change in policy – needed to affiliate with a non-profit in order to use the camp. By affiliating with us they could still hold their retreat and we could make a small profit from their event. It also brought us a group that was willing to donate to our cause. This retreat is outside our purpose, but is run only by one volunteer, and only twice a year – hence it qualifies as a fundraiser for our organization. The profit for the event for us is only approximately 10-20%. We held this event again in March and again in November.

Another fundraiser we ran as selling Colorado ButterBraids. We had the students from the classes participate in the program and gave out small prizes to the students who sold the most. This helped us generate money for our Fall Seminar with Grandmaster Kim and pay for scholarships for the seminar. Another new development was we had donations from businesses. Sutherlands lumber donated boards. Game Force of Longmont reduced the cost of certificates they sold to us. And Sun Microsystems donated $500 in memory of Mr. David Curtis who also worked at Sun.

This year we decided to dedicate our Fall Seminar to the memory of Mr. David Curtis. David had gotten sick about the time last years camp had been held, and last years Rocky Kick was the last Tae Kwon Do event that David would be able to participate in. The event was a great one with lost of learning from Grandmaster Kim and Mr. Joel Wagner from Tucson as well as other black belts from the schools in New Mexico.

It was also a great event because we were able to have two students test to 2nd Degree Black Belt: Mr. Mark Bradford and Mr. Kevin Kluzek. As a result of their test we also held a new event to celebrate their achievement: a Open-house and Black Belt Celebration on December 2nd. We invited friends and family of both students and especially of the new black belts. The event was well attended and we had families attend who were not currently in our rolls. Besides a celebration we also had all students and especially the new black belts demonstrate martial techniques to the crowd.  And we had a slide show of their testing and the previous Seminar. 
All in all 2008 was a great but painful year for COBWAMA. It was a terrible loss to lose instructor David Curtis. But, we were happy  to honor his memory both with our scholarship program and with the David Curtis Memorial Rockies Kick Seminar. We also got new volunteers and new people on our board which was very good. It was also very rewarding to have two of our advanced students test successfully to 2nd degree black belt.
